Since graduated from the master degree (Master in Arts) program in music therapy of New York University, and passed the board examination of the certification of music therapist in the U.S. (Music Therapist – Board Certitified), Ms Yasmin Li has been working as a private practice music therapist in HK.  She has been doing a number of outreaching programs to different organizations for various populations, including people with mental challenges, depression, stress, emotional disturbances, cancer diseases, Alzheimer’s disease, traumatic incidents, as well as for those who are simply interested in music therapy.
In terms of personal or staff development training, Yasmin served for various organizations to provide introductory to intermediate level workshops / lectures on the profession of music therapy, as well as related programs.  Some of them are briefly listed as follows.

· Postgraduate Diploma in Music therapy, HKU SPACE – Melbourne University (2009-2010): as a part-time teacher and supervisor for the course: Clinical Practice in Music Therapy.

· Centre on Behavioral Health, the University of HK (2006-present): as a part-time lecturer, undertake the practicum tutor MSocSc in Behavioral Health.

· Direccao dos Servicos de Educacao e Juventude (2007, 2008, 2009) (Macau): gave a total of three 2-day workshops on introduction of music therapy, and one 2-day workshop on a more in-depth level of music therapy, to a total of 70 local social workers in Macau.

· Yan Chai Rehabilitation Centre in Sheung Wan (2008): run an 8-hour experiential workshop on introduction to music therapy to the staff of the organization.

· Arts with The Disabled Association (2002-2003, 2008): led 2 8- sessions and 1 12-hour experiential music therapy workshops to the public as an introduction to music therapy.

· Helping Hand (2008): led a staff training workshop on the introduction of music therapy (8-hour)

· Harmony House (2008): led a staff training workshop on the application of music therapy to children and adults who are suffered from domestic violence (6-hour).

· Holistic Arts Symposium (2006): gave a presentation on music therapy and elderly with dementia to 200 professionals in the field of health care, as well as a workshop on introduction to music therapy to 30 symposium participants.

· St. James Settlement S.M.I.L.E. (2004-2006): led a series of music therapy experiential workshops (16 hours) to the public as an introduction on music therapy.

· The 3rd Pan-Pacific Nursing Conference & the 5th HK Nursing Symposium on Cancer Care (2005): 2 introductory music therapy workshops to conference delegates.
· Open University (2005):
taught a 10-session music therapy introductory class to a group of 36 nurses / Occupational Therapists.

· The 1st Mental Illness Conference, HK Council of Social Services (2005): led 2 introductory music therapy workshops to the conference delegates
